A notable point of 
interest on our route is the Orapa Diamond Mine, an imposing testament to Botswana's mineral wealth. This mine, which is a collaborative 
venture between De Beers and the Botswana government, is counted among the world's most extensive diamond mines. It serves as a critical 
economic pillar, contributing considerably to Botswana's GDP and export earnings. Along the way, you'll pass by several smaller towns and 
villages, offering glimpses into everyday life in Botswana before arriving in Papapye.
