Beginning its journey in the mountains of Lesotho, the Orange River is the longest river in South
Africa and offers a unique contrast to the desert landscapes along its banks. The best way to experience the river is by getting out on the water and
this morning we have the opportunity to join an optional canoe trip on the river. Around midday (after lunch) we depart the Orange River and head
inland to our overnight stop.

Cape Cross marks the spot where the first European explorer set foot on the coast of Namibia in 1486, and was erected in honour of the then
king of Portugal by explorer Diego Cao. (Please note that the Cape Cross Colony may be inaccessible at times which means that we will not be able
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to visit the seals.) The road then continues away from the coast and takes us towards the Khorixas area where we will explore the Twyfelfontein
Rock Engravings and the Petrified Forest in the Kunene Region with a local guide.
